Spanish Classes 

Chris announced there will be a ten week Spanish class for parents and teachers who will be affected by the redistricting of approximately 300 students next fall in the Albemarle County School District.

Southwood

Linda gave background on the Southwood task force that has previously been led by a member of the Albemarle County Police Department.  She explained that neither she nor Liz, another member of the Albemarle County Police Department, have time to lead this task force.  Linda further explained the direction she would like to see this effort go and the changes she sees as beneficial.  She would like the task force to directly involve the community in the working group and she would like for there to be a good relationship between the working group and the Southwood owners.  She suggested there be regular monthly meetings between the group and the owners, focusing on how the working group could address their needs and concerns.  Linda would also like to see the group focus on identifying resources for the residents and subsequently making them available.  Linda announced that Liz would like to be the identified contact for the owners.  Both Linda and Liz will be the identified contact for agencies and other counties.  Linda announced Rhonda Miska has expressed interest in leading the working group.
