1) Elections for New CJ Chair and Vice Chair 
· Martha Trujillo was nominated and voted in as Chair and Aaron Miller was nominated and voted in as Vice Chair. Peter will remain as Treasurer. 
· There is a job description document for the two positions that Dilcia has and will send to the group. Anna, Aaron, and Martha will review and revise the documents for their positions. Dilcia will meet with Martha to talk about the role of the Chair.
2) Upcoming Plenaries 
Plenary topics September to December: 
· September – “Emergency Response”  (Peter is in charge of this Plenary). 
· Peter met with the Red Cross and got them to participate in the Plenary and excited to start being more proactive with the Latino community. They need bilingual volunteers and offer training. Peter also talked to Chief Warner, the C’ville Fire Chief, who will participate in the Plenary. And Fire Corps is a group connected to the C’ville Fire Department that volunteers to educate the community about fire safety, and they will participate, too. The VA Dept of Emergency Management will also come and present about what they are doing with the Latino community across the state regarding disaster response. 
· We need to invite area agencies and groups who would benefit from this information and perhaps provide volunteers –the hospitals, UVA, CARS, etc. Maria and Ingrid will follow up with UVA.  Habitat should be involved as a property owner –as well as other private property owners of Latino neighborhoods. Peter will follow up with these housing groups. Peter will contact the City Housing Department as well. Anna will follow up with the Charlottesville Albemarle Rescue Squad. Aaron has made a flyer for the plenary and will distribute to the Exec Committee to distribute to interested parties. Logistics will be covered by same people as last year.
· Gloria proposed a different arrangement of tables for the meeting to promote more interaction and a less formal environment –the group agreed to try a new configuration at the September Plenary
· October – “Domestic Violence and its effects on children’s ability to learn” (Gloria is in charge of this Plenary). 
· Gloria is in the beginning stages of planning this. Dilcia will be speaking. Ingrid will help Gloria with planning. The focus will be on children and how to find resources for them in instances of domestic violence. Aaron recommended a new resource from the Action Alliance on this topic that we can provide at the plenary. 

· November – Charlottesville Police Department. Peter coordinated with Chief Longo’s Sergeant who agreed to give a presentation. There is a lot of concern about immigration within the community –good opportunity to clarify on the police’s role in immigration. Also a good opportunity to help connect the Police with area service providers who work with the Latino community. After a presentation from the CPD we will leave time for a discussion between Police and area service providers. Peter suggested handing out index cards for participants to write down questions during police presentation that will then serve as discussion prompts.
· December – Roundtable. Anna will coordinate this Plenary.
· January – June 2011 Plenaries: to be determined by the Plenary sub-committee (Dilcia, Gloria, and Tim)

· Updates from each group 
· Gloria: Southwood Work Group has met once and will meet again on September 2 from 9:30 to 10:30 at the Southwood Community Center

· Aaron: HPWG will have a presentation for the Health Promoters on August 16 talking about home remedies. It’s in Spanish and open to the public. The presentation in July went well. Aaron gave a presentation about how to write a resume and prepare for an interview. The Health Promoters recruited folks, as well as members of the Church
