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For every two people detained in immigration enforcement operations, one child is left behind.

“ …there are about five million children in the United States with at least one undocumented parent. The stepped-up ICE raids have put the children of these families at increased risk of separation, psychological distress and economic hardship.”

Iowa:  The Children of Iowa ICE Raids.  May 20, 2008. Later in the week counselors were called back to assist non-immigrant children who were having nightmares worrying that their parents would be taken.”
