Hondurans met with Consular officials on Saturday, August 16, from 8:30 am – 4:00 pm, at the Church of the Incarnation (behind Toys R Us).  Appointments were mandatory and could be made in Spanish by calling Fanny Medley at 591-0950 or 531-0104.  
CJ acknowledges Fanny’s enormous collaboration in making this event possible.  She was in charge of every facet of the event, except for the assistance of other CJ members in getting out flyers and other public relations information.

More than 300 Hondurans were able to apply for and receive passports and other official documents.
