CJ Presentation at Alliance Interfaith Ministries

The Alliance Interfaith Ministries (AIM) is a Charlottesville Faith based group providing emergency assistance to families threatened with homelessness, loss of power or fuel, or other temporary financial emergencies.  http://avenue.org/aim/
