One of the follow ups of the October 2008 Plenary “Detentions & Latino Children”, was the CJ web section Latino Parents & Children. 

Before, during and after the plenary several of CJ members – Courtney Stewart (Albemarle Schools), Linda Hemby (CJ Executive Committee and Albemarle Social Services), Eddie Summers (Cville Immigration Law Center), and Doug Ford (UVa Immigration Law Clinic) -  discussed the importance of developing bilingual power of attorney and guardianship documents that can help Latinos deal with the many issues related to deportation.  
Local service providers would be given these documents along with a one page flyer to pass out to Latino parents.   Hemby pursued this idea with Eddie and Doug.  Tom Cecil, interning at Legal Aid Justice Center, and Eddie have taken the lead on this project, and Doug has agreed to support them.
