CJ Speaks:  Informate: Immigration and the Latino Identity

Marie Murray and Rhonda Miska are members of the Creciendo Juntos Executive Committee.  Marie works for the Shelter for Help in Emergencies (SHE) and Rhonda is the Social Justice Minister at the Church of the Incarnation.  Another CJ member, Doug Ford, is an attorney with the Legal Aid Justice Center and manages an Immigration Law program for UVA.  

The three were guest speakers at an event, organized by UVA’s Gamma Alpha Chapter of Lambda Theta Alpha Latin Sorority, on Wednesday October 24, 2007.  The event, Informate: Immigration and the Latino Identity, included a showing of the 33-minute documentary "Dying to Live: A Migrant's Journey."  
The film explores immigration by turning to those most deeply and directly affected by immigration along the U.S.-Mexico border: the immigrants themselves. Alongside prominent theologians, congressional leaders and activists, the film features Mexican immigrants sharing their own stories and their reasons for migrating

Thirty people, mostly UVA students, attended the presentation.  After the film, each CJ member spoke about their respective jobs, about CJ, and about the current situation in the US re immigration.  There was also a robust question and comment session.
