CJ Assists Albemarle Police Department:  Update

December 2008
Linda Hemby is Creciendo Juntos (CJ) Southwood resource and is a member of the CJ Executive Committee.  In mid 2008, she was approached by Jonathan Earl, Project Development, and Ernie Allen, both with Albemarle Police Department, who were interested in developing a funding proposal for a Latino Community Policing Project in the Southwood trailer park.  She provided them an overview of Southwood, contacts, and ideas.
In November and December 2008, Earl sought out Hemby again for a funding proposal for a Latino Domestic Violence Victim Advocate.  Hemby provided statistics and online data links and identified local agencies that could provide ideas and collaboration.  
Also in December 2008, CJ provided the ACPD an opportunity to disseminate information about its relationship with Latinos and its policy relating to detention of the undocumented.   Workshop attendance was large as was local media attention.

Between 2004 and 2006, the ACPD (Dave Wallace) headed a Southwood Task Force, in which Hemby was a member.
