D - HEALTH CARE FOR PREGNANT LATINA WOMEN AND CHILDREN
Undocumented Latinas who are pregnant and low income can find prenatal help through WIC at its Department of Health office (1138 Rose Hill Dr, 434/972-6206).  WIC seeks to improve the health of pregnant, postpartum and breastfeeding women, infants and children (under 5 years) through better nutrition and access to health care.  Services include dental care for children,    and food asístance. 
The day of delivery, Latinas who have their babies at UVA will be eligible for Emergency Services Medicaid which covers delivery costs.  Their U.S. born babies will be placed on Medicaid for one year.
Low income children born in the U.S., regardless of whether or not their parents are documented, may be eligible for Social Services programs, among them, medical assistance (Medicaid or FAMIS), Food Stamps, and fuel assistance.  There are two basic differences between Medicaid and FAMIS:  income limits and administrator (Social Services or FAMIS). Children who are not eligible for Medicaid and meet FAMIS eligibility requirements are covered by FAMIS.
Service providers interested in helping their Clients and other Latinas sign up for FAMIS may now access an online training at http://www.vhcf.org/children/SUNOn-DemandTraining.php  
There are estimates that more than 100,000 children are eligible for Virginia’s FAMIS programs but are not currently enrolled.  In October 2008, over 71,000 Latino children were enrolled in FAMIS.

E - CHIP TO HAVE A NEW OFFICE ON DECEMBER 15TH
Frequently in public venues, CJ Executive Committee member Linda Hemby mentions how her favorite area program serving Latinos is CHIP.   CHIP is a home-visiting program for families with children 0-6 and pregnant women, promoting wellness and health improvement through assessments, education and support, follow up, referral and outreach.
CHIP became an independent non-profit organization in August of this year.   On December 13th, CHIP will move from its home of 12 years to its new home at 1469 Greenbrier Place.  The official break from its partner agencies will occur December 20th (MACAA) and December 31st (TJHD).
