D - NEW UVA DEMOGRAPHIC STUDY ON VIRGINIA IMMIGRANTS

A new UVA study, released this month, indicates that one in 10 Virginians is foreign-born, and the percentage of foreign-born in Virginia has increased dramatically since 1970. In 2006, the top five countries of birth for Virginia's foreign-born were El Salvador, Mexico, Korea, Philippines and India. Forty-three percent of the foreign-born in Virginia have become United States citizens through the naturalization process.
