This year’s Charlottesville/Virginia Film Festival  will feature some 80 films and more than 100 guests covering the entire spectrum of the alien experience, from immigrants to outsiders to extra-terrestrials.  The guest list for this 21st Annual event will feature an international array of some of the most highly respected artists in the industry today, Mexican-American director Gregory Nava, here for the 25th anniversary presentation of El  Norte. Also celebrating its 25th anniversary is Bill Forsyth’s Local Hero, presented by actor Peter Riegert, who plays the American alien in Scotland. Riegert will also accompany The Response,  a powerful new film dramatizing the legal proceedings against a Guantanamo detainee.

For the second year, the Festival will explore the work of several emerging and established filmmakers in depth, with multiple screenings of films by a group of  “Focus On” directors, headlined by Mexico’s Guillermo Arriaga.
