E - NEW REPORTS:  LATINO CHILDREN AND PUBLIC SCHOOLS AND LATINOS AND HEALTH CARE ACCESS

Two new reports were recently released by the Pew Hispanic Center: 

One-in-Five and Growing Fast: A Profile of Hispanic Public School Students,  The number of Hispanic students in the nation’s public schools nearly doubled from 1990 to 2006, accounting for 60% of the total growth in public school enrollments over that period. Strong growth in Hispanic enrollment is expected to continue for decades, according to a recently released U.S. Census Bureau population projection. In 2050, there will be more school-age Hispanic children than school-age non-Hispanic white children. This report presents demographic, language, and family background characteristics of the nation’s 10 million Hispanic public school students. It contains some surprising and encouraging news,  for example, 82% of Latino students speak English fluently, even though 70% speak a language other than English at home. Hispanics and Health Care in the United States: Access, Information and Knowledge.  More than one in four Hispanic adults in the United States lack a usual health care provider and a similar proportion report obtaining no health care information from medical professionals in the past year. At the same time, more than eight in 10 receive health information from alternative sources, such as television and radio. This includes most of those who get no information from doctors or other medical professionals. The report is based on a nationally representative bilingual survey of 4,013 Hispanic adults. It also examines Hispanics' knowledge of diabetes-a serious chronic disease that is more prevalent among Hispanics than non-Hispanic whites.
