B – FEBRUARY 12, 2009:  CJ PLENARY - GIVING AREA LATINOS A VOICE:  LATINOS COMPLETE HOUSEHOLD SURVEYS WITH UVA AND THE RED CROSS 

Peter Von der Lippe, International Services’ Manager with the American Red Cross, Greater Richmond Chapter, Amy Frazier-Yoder, Graduate Teaching Assistant at the University of Virginia’s Department of Spanish, Italian and Portuguese, and UVa undergraduate Sarah Brazelton, will share results from last fall’s Red Cross household survey implemented by students from UVa and local high schools in the Charlottesville area.   

About 140 households were surveyed over the fall. Latinos were asked about emergency preparedness, perceptions of their experience here in the last year, whether they plan to return to their home country, and if they are achieving their goals in the U.S. 

Come hear about the results, how surveys were conducted, and the role of student volunteers.  A discussion will also focus on potential collaboration in the future for the carrying out of other surveys and data collection.  

Peter Von der Lippe is the International Services’ Manager with the American Red Cross, Greater Richmond Chapter.  The Greater Richmond Chapter strives to build local and regional partnerships that foster access to and involvement in its services.  Peter twice served as a U.S. Peace Corps Volunteer, first in Niger and later in Honduras.  Prior to joining the American Red Cross, he worked for a number of non-profit organizations helping develop and support community-based programs in Africa, Asia, Eastern Europe and Latin America.

§  Dell laptop computer (for use on the program and to take home at the conclusion of the internship).
