F - FEBRUARY 12, 2009 CJ PLENARY – OVERVIEW OF RECENT SURVEY RESULTS ABOUT AREA LATINOS
Amy Frazier-Yoder, a UVA Spanish Department professor who recently helped coordinate a Red Cross survey of Latinos in the Charlottesville and Albemarle area, will share, along with survey volunteers and Red Cross representatives, survey findings. 
About 140 households were surveyed over the fall. Latinos were asked about emergency preparedness, perceptions of their experience here in the last year, whether they plan to return to their home country, and if they are achieving their goals in the U.S.  Student volunteers handed out information on local services, LEP rights to an interpreter, and fire and disaster preparedness. 
 
Come hear about the results, how surveys were conducted, and the role of student volunteers.  A discussion will also focus on potential collaboration in the future for the carrying out of other surveys and data collection.

H - NEW TRAINING TOOL FOR HELPING LATINOS TRANSITION INTO US CULTURE
The DVD series ÉXITO EN EL NORTE/Success in the U.S. represents a collaborative effort between the non-profit Experience Education, the Southwest Iowa Latino Resource Center, and Iowa State University Extension.

This educational series was created to help Spanish-speaking residents navigate daily life in the U.S., and features seven nationally applicable titles: Finances, Healthcare, Education, Taxes, Public Assistance, the Legal System and Immigration. Luis Valdez hosts the series, presented in a visual format that does not require literacy skills. 
Discussion guides are also being developed for each title to be utilized in workshops, classes, and other facilitated groups. DVDs and guides are currently being utilized across the U.S. in schools, Universities and colleges, literacy and workforce programs, by Promotoras and healthcare clinics, local Hispanic centers, etc.

Since its release, this series and its accompanying discussion guides have been successfully implemented into adult education and outreach programs across the country, including school districts, Universities and colleges, libraries, local Hispanic centers, literacy and workforce programs, by healthcare clinics, Promotoras and Community Health workers, and others.
