B – THIS THURSDAY: CJ PLENARY – HOW TO GET LATINOS COUNTED IN THE 2010 CENSUS!!
The Census Bureau has launched an aggressive campaign to boost participation in the census and to allay fears over confidentiality of the information it gathers.  

Anti-immigrant groups have been pushing the approval of a bill that caused many Latino groups to call for a boycott of the 2010 census.  The bill, HR 2847, sponsored by Republicans David Vitter (R-LA) and Robert Bennett (R-Utah), sought to bar implementation of the 2010 Census unless it collected data on citizenship and immigration status for each respondent. Last week, the Senate, along party lines, voted 60-39 to approve cloture of the bill.  

The census is the only means for Latinos to achieve greater political representation and benefit from federal programs that directly affect immigrants and their families. Census data is collected once every ten years by law and determines apportionment of congressional seats and distribution.  The 2010 census will be the shortest ever with just 10 questions. 
Juan José Callejas from the U.S. Census Bureau will speak at the CJ October plenary about the importance and challenges of getting Latinos counted in the 2010 Census.  After his presentation,  a Hispanic Complete Count Subcommittee will be launched.  For more information on such action groups visit http://www.nonprofitscount.org/
