Eddie Summer (Charlottesville Immigration Center) regularly receives calls from people who are expecting to be detained or who have been detained by ICE (Immigration).  He suggests service providers, especially those in schools and churches who have Latino clients with these kinds of problems, review Alabama Appleseed´s Deportation Manual which provides “an excellent overview of the issues relating to deportation.” The information in the Appendix is for the Southeast and doesn't apply in the Cville area, but otherwise the document is full of useful information.
