These negative events could include abuse, war, community violence, forced displacement, loss of family members, and separation from loved ones and/or natural disasters. Identifying and treating trauma-related mental health symptoms and promoting healthy coping is crucial to helping these new American youth survive and thrive in their new home, schools and communities.
