E – RESOURCES FOR IMMIGRANTS WHO ARE VICTIMS OF VIOLENT CRIME: THE U VISA

For organizations educating their staff and the community about violence against immigrant women, here are two new sources regarding the U Visa. The U visa was created in the Victims of Trafficking and Violence Protection Act, legislation intended to strengthen the ability of law enforcement agencies to investigate and prosecute cases of domestic violence, sexual assault, human trafficking, and other crimes while, at the same time, offering protection to victims of such crimes. U visas are set aside for victims who have suffered substantial mental or physical abuse as a result of the criminal activity and are willing to help law enforcement authorities in the investigation or prosecution of the crime. Local immigration attorneys Eddie Summers (es@ocho.com) and Doug Ford (doug@justice4all.org) assist immigrants with U Visas.

I – POLL: DESPITE ACADEMIC PERFORMANCE, LATINOS VALUE HIGHER EDUCATION

A July 2010 poll finds that 87% of Hispanics value higher education, a larger percentage than the general US population (78%), but only 13% of Hispanics have a college degree compared with 30% of Americans overall. Finances, family obligations, and lack of support are cited as the main roadblocks to higher education for Latinos. 54% state that their parents either don't expect them to go to college or don't care.
