THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 9: CJ PANEL ON DISASTER PREPAREDNESS AND EMERGENCY RESPONSE IN THE LATINO COMMUNITY

Professionals working with Latino households must be aware of the family's risk for a house fire or other emergency or natural disaster.  How can you keep your clients informed and safe?  How can you be sure they know what to do in an emergency?  What can you learn from the Fire Department, Red Cross and VA Department of Emergency Management?

The goal of this workshop is to educate service providers and community members about the programs local and state agencies have in place to serve the Latino community in the event of house fires and other emergencies and natural disasters. Representatives from key agencies will discuss the resources they offer and the unique challenges and needs of providing services to Latino households. Attendees of Latino origin and/or those who work with Latino clients will provide constructive feedback and suggestions to these emergency management agencies with respect to optimizing the match between their services and the Latino community.
