G – TEMPORARY PROTECTED STATUS EXTENDED FOR SALVADORANS
Salvadorans were granted TPS, a special program for nationals of countries in crisis, in 2001 following a series of severe and devastating earthquakes in the country. A review by Secretary of Homeland Security Janet Napolitano states current conditions in El Salvador still prevent it from adequately handling the return of its nationals. The extension allows Salvadorans under TPS to stay and lawfully work in the U.S. an additional 18 months, until March 9, 2012. The deadline for submitting the extension paperwork is September 7, 2010.
