G – CJ SPOTLIGHT: Early Literacy Program at Southwood
Children Youth and Family Services (CYFS) provides an early literacy program at Southwood, which takes place twice a week, on Wednesdays and Fridays, from 10:00am to 12:30pm. The children, from ages 0-5, participate in group activities such as singing, reading, and arts and crafts. The Southwood community shows a lot of interest in the program and attendance is usually high: some days, there are almost 30 people crowded into the community center.

According to Hilary Nagel, coordinator of the program, "It's just a much a program for the mothers as it is for the children.  What we do differently is try to integrate the parents or caregivers with the children, so the mothers learn as much about teaching and raising their kids as the kids learn by participating."  She also notes how much the mothers enjoy the time to sit together, relax, and talk.  They love the arts and crafts, she observes, just as much as the children do, and these early afternoons at the activity center give them a moment to pause and come together.     

 

What the Early Literacy Program needs now is volunteers, especially those fluent in both English and Spanish.  The program, which is open to four communities in the area, hopes to continue to expand and develop, offering a wider variety of services such as nutrition counseling. Hilary emphasizes the need for helpers who can communicate to the mothers and children bilingually, but also reiterates that anyone with the time and willingness to help out is very welcome.  Any interested volunteers can contact Hilary at hnagel@cyfs.org.

J - SIGN UP LATINOS FOR THE FALL PARENTING PROGRAM

The Fall 2010 Strengthening Families Program for children 6-11 will be delivered within 11 weeks of parent, child, and family sessions.  SFP has three components: a behavioral parent training program, children’s skills training program, and family skills training program. In each of the sessions, parents and children are trained separately in the first hour. During the second hour, parents and children come together in the family skills training portion. The session begins with families sharing dinner.  Sessions are highly interactive and include role-playing, discussions, learning games, and family home practice sessions.  SFP offers free meals, free transportation and a wide array of incentives throughout the program.
