B – SEPTEMBER 15th – OCTOBER 15th IS HISPANIC HERITAGE MONTH

Each year, from September 15 to October 15, the U.S. celebrates Hispanic Heritage Month to recognize the economic, cultural, and social contributions of the more than 46 million Latinos residing in the U.S. During this month, colleges, libraries, community groups, and the media typically feature films, documentaries, reports and other activities for and about Latinos.

Hispanic Heritage Month is a great time to educate your agency about our local Latino residents, who are predominately from Mexico, El Salvador, and Honduras. G – NEW REPORT ON LATINO FINANCIAL PRACTICES IN VIRGINIA

A new report by Daisy Rojas of Cultural Expressions Consulting, Transactions en la Tienda: Alternatives to Traditional Financial Service Providers Among Hispanic Immigrants in Virginia, explores Latino banking practices in central Virginia, revealing the large percentage of Latino immigrants in our area that use tiendas (small local stores) rather than banks to make financial transactions and wire money to their country of origin. The article uncovers cultural factors that explain this trend and discusses the demographics of the local Latino population as well as how official financial institutions could benefit from serving this group.
