D – THURSDAY, OCTOBER 14: CJ PLENARY - DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN THE LATINO COMMUNITY & ITS EFFECT ON CHILDREN’S ABILITY TO LEARN
Studies consistently demonstrate that worsening economic conditions increase the incidence of domestic violence. Children who witness or are victims of domestic abuse often have emotional and social developmental problems that negatively impact their ability to learn, their grades, and dropout rates. Panelists will address this issue in an effort to increase awareness and provide resources for educators, social service providers, and others working with children and families in situations of domestic violence.  

Panelists include Gretchen Ellis, Director of the Charlottesville/Albemarle Commission on Children and Families; Lea Calvany, Child & Adolescent Advocate at the Shelter for Help in Emergency; Joe Weaver, Monticello High School Social Worker; and Javier Lopez from Virginia Commonwealth University (VCU). E – NEW DMV DOCUMENT REQUIREMENTS FOR IMMIGRANTS
Virginia’s Governor Bob McDonnell announced earlier this month that the Virginia Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) will no longer accept the federally-issued Employment Authorization Document (I-766) as proof of legal presence in the United States in order to receive a driver’s license or state ID card. This change may affect the ability of many documented immigrants living within the state of Virginia to obtain a driver’s license or other form of identification.
