Shortly before midnight Friday, police received a report of gun shots heard at the Mountain View mobile home park on 6th Street Southeast. Police say when they arrived, they discovered the body of 32-year-old Miguel Lugio Salazar who had been shot in the head. He was pronounced dead at the scene. 

Another victim survived a gunshot wound to the shoulder, 25-year-old Raphael Valina Ayala is in stable condition at the University of Virginia Medical Center. 

Charlottesville Police Chief Tim Longo says, "We're really still in the very early stages of this investigation.  Issues like motive and more accurate descriptions are still things that we're trying to sift through." 

Longo says it appears a group of men including the victims were socializing in front of a trailer when two armed men arrived and the confrontation took place.

Police say the armed men reportedly fled the scene before police could arrive. 

Police are hoping community members will reach out to detectives with any information they have about the two armed men, who are reported to be still at large.

One dead, one wounded in 6th Street shooting on Friday night

What Charlottesville Police Chief Timothy Longo referred to as a "confrontation" ended in one death and another wounding on Friday night. According to a press release, Charlottesville Police officers received a report of shots fired and arrived at the 1600 block of 6th Street SE near midnight, where they found four Hispanic males—one with a gunshot wound to the shoulder, and a second dead from a gunshot wound to the head.

The press release mentions that the four men were "approached by two black males," but gives no further physical description of the parties involved. The release also says: "Investigators are not discussing specifics with regard to motive, number of shots fired, type of weapon or weapons used, or any other facts connected with this investigation." Anyone with information concerning the incident may contact Crimestoppers at 977-4000, or the Charlottesville Police Department at 970-3280.

According to a report on the police department website, there were no gun-related homicides between January 1 and November 30, 2009. The same report shows that, during the same period, there were 35 reported incidents of gun-related robbery, up from 21 in 2008. The same period also saw an increase in weapon law offenses—71 in 2009, a roughly 18 percent increase from 58 in 2008.

Charlottesville detectives are canvassing parts of the city today looking for people who might know something about a homicide that occurred late last night at the Mountain View Trailer Court in the 1600 block of Sixth Street Southeast.

Police Chief Timothy J. Longo said a group of four males were socializing outside a trailer where one of them lived when two males approached them.

“There was a confrontation of some sort,” Longo said.

One of the men in the group of four was shot in the head and pronounced dead at the scene, Longo said. Another man from the group of four was shot in the shoulder and was taken to the University of Virginia Medical Center, where he is in stable condition. Longo said he is not releasing the names of the victims at this time to ensure that all family members are notified first.

The two suspects fled the area after the incident. Longo declined to comment on a possible motive and if both suspects were believed to be the shooters.

The police chief said he believes someone in the community could have details about last night’s shooting and the suspects. Anyone with information is urged to call Charlottesville
