
The group, Reform Immigration for America, says work permits should be considered a valid form of identification. 

"Like Haiti after the earthquake, [immigrants] came here, they're here legally. Because of the governor's new law, they can't get a driver's license to go to work, get their kids from school, and get groceries," said Meghan McNamara, from Reform Immigration for America.

Governor McDonnell introduced the legislation in September. He says it serves to keep drivers safe. 

Since the legislation's introduction, similar rallies have been held across the state. The DMV says it still accepts 20 other forms of identification.
