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HoW Does it work?





Computers4Kids is a nonprofit organization dedicated to closing the digital divide in the Charlottesville area. We train kids to use technology and give them a computer for  their home.





Eligible children take a 3-day training course in our state-of-the-art learning lab. After that, they can use the lab every afternoon and evening during the week. Each student is matched with a volunteer mentor and they work together for at least one hour per week.  Students can earn a free computer and free internet access through the mentor program.

Computers4Kids is located in the Ix Building off Elliott Avenue. Our address is 945 2nd Street SE. We can be reached by taking CTS bus 4, which stops along Elliott. Alternatively, we are about a four block walk south of the Downtown Mall.
