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A man is fighting for his life Monday night after someone shot him in his stomach. 

Carlos Romero is recovering from a gun shot wound, Albemarle Police say Romero was shot around 2 a.m. Monday at the Southwood Mobile Home park on Wharton Drive, just off Old Lynchburg Road. 

This isn't the first time Romero has been attacked. In April, he was stabbed.

Romero's neighbors say they heard several shots fired right outside his home overnight on Monday. Then, at about 2 a.m. police showed up to find him bleeding from his abdomen.

Emergency crews rushed Romero to the UVA Medical Center and he's believed to be in intensive car. 

The shooter or shooters are still at-large.  Police are still investigating and are unsure of the motive or whether Monday's shooting is connected to the stabbing in April.
