Quarterly Information Newsletter:  Martha at United Way has begin producing a quarterly information sheet with program/service information on a specific topic, and current/event information included.  The newsletter has been distributed by email to service providers, as well as in print to stores and restaurants, and at Southwood.  Additional suggestions for distribution included churches, social services departments and lay health promoters.

March Plenary:  Martha and Katie are organizing the March CJ Plenary on the work of the lay health promoters.  The session will likely include a background speaker on the history and importance of the health promoter model; representatives of the health promoter working group and health promoters to speak about their personal experiences.  

Health Promoters Group:  Given the overlapping missions and membership of the Community Services Working Group and the Health Promoters Group, Martha approached members of the latter to also participate in the Community Services group.  We hope to support each other reduce the number of meetings needed, though the Health Promoters will continue to meet on their own as needed.  
Nutrition:  Martha and Nicole will develop a flyer in Spanish on nutrition and how to effectively use food stamps/make them last.  The Partnersihp for Children is holding an educational session on “Raising a Healthy Eater” with a presentation by Dr. Carlos Armengal at Southwood on April 18 from 10am-noon.  UVA Health Disparities group has sponsored a Spanish program on diabetes and may try to do one with Dr. Armengal as well.
Help Fair:  2009 Help Fair has been scheduled for Saturday, October 24 from 2-4 pm at Word of Faith Church.  A grant to purchase health and safety-related giveaways has been again received from State Farm Insurance.  
Cultural Awareness Trainings:  The group supports holding additional ones.  Members stated that they have or know staff who would attend.  There was support for keeping the general topics of education, health and legal/government issues, but also support for the idea of getting perspectives from people of different nationalities.  Also discussed the possibility of doing a session at UVA Medical School in partnership with the Latino Medical Students Association.
