Meeting Notes: 

-Welcome to two new members of LHP group, Rita Salsini and Toine Wycop. Rita is the health specialist and RN with MACAA Head Start program. Toine Wycop is a social worker who has recently relocated to the Charlottesville area with her husband. 

-Brief overview of LHP program for new members. Jan included that in the past LHP program (through RHOP) participants were trained to take blood pressures and would conduct these type of exams at health fairs with a trained health specialist nearby. The trainings will be conducted in Spanish, but if a trainer needs a translator that will be provided. 

-Peggy mentioned a great point that the LHP group should work in partnership with PVCC and CATEC to increase future enrollment of trained lay health promoters. Her hope is that this LHP program will be used to enhance health care in the community. Need to talk with a rep of the CNA program at CATEC. Inquire about pre-requisites and citizen requirements. 

-Jan gave an update on the grants and applications. The problem she is encountering is that she cannot apply for many grants because her organization, RHOP has already applied to those same funders. The LHP group talked about possible partners that could take a lead on the grants and apply their name and organization as the applying agency. Jan said that the grant is already written and only needs a new signer. 

Lindsey looked into this and called Peter Loach at PHA to see if he could take a lead on the grant and discovered that PHA like RHOP has already submitted grants to the same funders. Lindsey talked with Jon N. at United Way and they had a similar problem. Linda Hemby said that DSS is a difficult agency to work with since they are a government entity and there is a lot of red tape one must go through. Jan said that she would ask Katie Burke at Planned Parenthood. Junior League grant was applied for, Temple grant applied for, and CJ can donate some money to the project. 

-Lindsey passed around a Lay Health Promoter list so everyone could start signing up for tasks to get things moving along. 

· Jan, Rita, and Katie are going to start working on developing a curriculum. 

· Laura Young has job descriptions that she could share as we compile ones for the LHP’s. 

· Laura Young said that she would share some ideas about places to contact for food, but that she could not head this up since she coordinates this aspect as part of her job. 

· Dela Alexander said that she would start working on the pre and post test evaluation piece

· Lindsey said that she would start designing a letter for agencies to recruit them as possible sites for trained LHP’s to volunteer and spend their hours.
