Updates on: 

Jan introduced Michael and his wife Susan to the group. Michael is going to serve as the volunteer coordinator of the LHP program come September 2008. Susan is interested in helping to secure donations of food and other needed items from churches, restaurants, and community organizations. 

Meeting Space for child care program (Rainbow House and DSS): Lindsey

Lindsey mentioned that she is waiting to hear back from Rainbow House as to whether the space is available for the child care program. Lindsey is also going to contact Yvonne at Albemarle County Office Building to see if the waiting room outside of DSS can be used for the child care program. 

Child Care volunteers (Madison House, JABA, Tandem): Lindsey and Jan
Lindsey contacted Elizabeth Bass at Madison House and is waiting to hear back whether we can tap into their child care program or start our own initiative to get volunteers to provide child care. Lindsey will also contact JABA and the Senior Center for see if any adults are interested in serving as volunteers. Jan will get in touch with Tandem to see if any of the students are interested. 

Objectives for curriculum: Jan
Jan passed around the objectives she added to the curriculum and will email them out to the group. 
Evaluations: Esther

Esther was not present at the meeting. Lindsey will continue to follow up with her to check the status of the evaluations. 

Job descriptions (lay health promoters and a volunteer coordinator): Laura Young  
Laura Young did present the group with a draft of a job description for the LHP’s. The job description looks great and the group added a few items that target responsibilities of trained LHP’s. 

Fundraising/grants: Jan
Jan reported that her temple donated $1,500 and she has used the money to purchase First Aid and CPR materials plus manikins that can be used throughout the training. Still waiting to hear back from Better Living. Lindsey will contact CJ about the $2,500 to find out where the money can be sent; RHOP, PHA, etc.? 

Promotional flyer to recruit LHP’s: Ivonne, Martha, Dilcia
Invonne and Martha reported that the flyer is coming together and they are going to get some help from United Way to put a picture of a LHP assisting a community member. The flyers will be posted around Southwood, but also mailed out to service providers to help with the recruitment process. 

List of future opportunities for trained LHP’s: Lindsey
Lindsey will email this list out to the group. 

Networking with PVCC: Peggy
Peggy put in a call to PVCC, but has not yet heard back. 
Others:

Jan has a nursing student available this summer (Amanda Martinez) that can potentially assist with logistical tasks. Martha will also have a volunteer working with her at United Way that can help out with LHP tasks. Jan thought that perhaps Amanda can assist with the search for good and free health education materials on the internet from various organizations. 

Susan is going to get in touch with Lindsey to discuss potential restaurants/places to contact for food donations. They will also work on developing a letter of request to give to restaurants/organizations. 
Two sub-committees were created: 

Resource Guide committee (Lindsey, Laura, and Martha-Katie Burke will send her info to LH) and a Health Education Promotional Material Review Team (Peggy, Jan, Amanda Martinez, and Katie Burke). 
It was decided that members of the two groups need to meet or have contact before June 19th to develop a plan.
