Southwood Help Fair

Linda has been coordinating the logistics for the September 15, 2007 Help Fair vis-à-vis the use of a “things to do log” which she circulates to everyone helping out with logistics.  Working Group members plus Marie Murray (SHE) and Betty Brubeck (Compassionate Clowns) are working on logistics.  Linda encouraged everyone to finish their assumed tasks as soon as possible.

It appears almost 30 service providers, including 4 churches, will participate, in addition to the Compassionate Clowns, a Covenant High School Spanish class, and UVA volunteers.

Southwood Health Survey

Linda will be coordinating the survey.  Jan and Ivonne Lopez will be supporting her.  Next Thursday, Linda will be meeting the two UVA medical students who will be helping her with the door-to-door survey.  Linda plans to develop a questionnaire with Jan and Ivonne, to test it on 10-20 houses, and to decide with Jan, Ivonne and the surveyors if changes are needed.  Linda hopes all Latino households will be surveyed before the end of November.

September Working Group Meeting

It was agreed that the meeting will focus on feedback about the Help Fair and on the September 21 Health Promoter Forum.  Linda will continue to facilitate meetings through October and asked members to think about who can assume coordination of the group.

Health Promoter Forum

Linda is coordinating the forum and reported that speakers and logistics have been confirmed.

Lindsey will take care of ordering a brown bag lunch for speakers and members of the working group who will meet after the forum.  Peter Loach, from the Executive Committee, will also attend and will pay for the lunch with CJ funds.

Future Working Group Activities

Linda recommended that future activities are shaped by one word, “practical”.  She talked about the project Albemarle County Schools wants to do – organizing parent meetings in which a health provider discusses services and then is accessible to parents for questions, helping to fill out applications, etc. – and suggested the group help Laura Brown (Albemarle Schools) with this initiative.  She also said a future activity could be a help fair focusing on one issue.  Lindsey suggested a dental help fair.  Jan responded that we should contact the Virginia Dental Association who has organized these in the past.  Lindsey said she would contact them, the Children’s Dental Clinic, and the Free Clinic.
